Note: With a used vehicle, we suggest a penetrating spray lubricant to be applied liberally
to all exhaust fasteners and allowing a significant period of time for the chemical to lubri-
cate the threads before attempting to disassemble.

Original Exhaust
System Removal

1. Loosen (2) flange nuts using a 13mm socket, put hardware to the
side. NOTE: Reuse factory gasket. (See Figs. 1 & 2)

2. Using a muffler stand or an additional person to hold the muffler as-
sembly, slide the (4) hangars out of the rubber isolators and remove
the system from the rear. Keep the hardware for use during the in-
stallation of your new exhaust system. (See Fig. 3)

3. Exhaust system removed. (See Fig. 4)

Install Muffler Assembly to vehicle carefully inserting hangers into
rubber isolators. (See Fig. 5)

NOTE: Reuse factory gasket. Install Muffler Assembly to vehicle
flange using factory hardware and provided Copper Lock Nut. (See
Figs. 6 & 7)

Check your exhaust system for proper clearance under the vehicle
and also for tip alignment. Once position has been determined to be
correct, tighten the clamp bolts, 32-35 ft. Ibs. Then tighten the flange
bolts, 12-15 ft. 1bs. (See Fig. 8)

Before starting your vehicle, make sure to check all wires, hoses,
brake lines, body parts and tires for safe clearance from the exhaust
system.

Start vehicle and check for any leaks. If any leaks are found, deter-
mine cause (such as loose or incorrectly positioned clamp) and repair
as necessary.
